Across the country over 19% of 
workers in Healthcare and 
Education are aged over 55 with a 
high number of jobs anticipated to 
replace these workers as they retire 
over the coming years. 

There are 25,000 jobs predicted in 
Tees Valley in Health and Social 
Care and 19,000 jobs in 

Professional & Business Services 
between now and 2027.

Construction, Manufacturing and 
Primary sector/utilities are projected 
to see, on average, 1,000 net jobs 
every year between 2017 and 2027 
across Tees Valley.
